YOUNG AMERICAN PATRIOTIC ART CONTEST 
The scholarships are:  First place - $15,000 Second place - $7,500 Third place - $3,500 Fourth 
place and Fifth place - $1,500 Sixth place and Seventh place - $1,000 Eighth place through 
Nineteenth place - $500 

• Students do not have to be related to a VFW or VFW Auxiliary member to participate.  

• Students in grades 9-12 by March 31 deadline who are enrolled in a public, private, parochial or 
home school program in the United States, its territories and possessions, or dependents of U.S. 
military or civilian personnel in overseas schools.  

• Although U.S. citizenship is not required, students must be lawful U.S. permanent residents or 
have applied for permanent resident (the application for which has not been denied) and 
intends to become a U.S. citizen.  

• Foreign exchange students, students aged 20 or older, GED and adult education students are 
not eligible.  

• Previous winners of VFW Auxiliary National Young American Creative Patriotic Art Contests are 
not eligible.

The scholarships are:  First place - $2,500 Second place - $1,500 Third place - $1,000 Fourth place $500.  

• Students do not have to be related to a VFW or VFW Auxiliary member to participate.  
• Students in grades 9-12 by March 31 deadline who are enrolled in a public, private, parochial or 

home school program in the United States, its territories and possessions, or dependents of U.S. 
military or civilian personnel in overseas schools.  

• Although U.S. citizenship is not required, students must be lawful U.S. permanent residents or 
have applied for permanent resident (the application for which has not been denied) and 
intends to become a U.S. citizen.  

• Foreign exchange students, students aged 20 or older, GED and adult education students are 
not eligible.  

• Previous winners of VFW Auxiliary National 3-Dimensional Patriotic Art Contests are not eligible.
