At one VA, 
there is a women’s health center, but it is hidden away from the regular clinics, so it is easy to 
not find them. One idea is donating women’s items to their clinic area and the staff can hand 
them out as the female veterans come for appointments. Make sure you put a label on it from 
VFW Auxiliary with your post name and a contact number. 

Honors Escort 

Some of Michigan’s VA medical facilities have adopted this program as part of the end-of-life 
protocol for veterans who depart while in their care. It provides an opportunity for the 
veteran’s family, friends and other veterans, as well as the medical staff, to honor the departed
